The superintendent shall
forward statement containing the
details of such prisoners to
Director General of Prisons and
Correctional Services for orders

No application is required. As
per rule 545 of Kerala Prisons
Rules eligible prisoners shall
be placed before the Advisory
Board. According to Rule 544
Kerala Prisons Rule Advisory
Board shall meet at least
once in 6 months. The
Superintendent shall obtain
Police, probation officer’s
reports and judgement of the
prisoners
